Anclar la ciencia
en los derechos humanos es esencial para
abordar un espectro de cuestiones criticas,
incluyendo la proteccidn de la investigacion
cientifica, el acceso al conocimiento
cientifico, el acceso a los beneficios del
progreso cientifico, el establecimiento

y la financiacién de la agenda cientifica.

Sin embargo, estas metas requieren de

la comprensidn del estatus de la libertad

y la responsabilidad cientificas como
derechos humanos, asi como sus vinculos
con otros derechos, en particular el
derecho a la ciencia. Sobre la base de una
cooperacion de larga data, la UNESCO y el
Campus Global de Derechos Humanos han
trabajado en conjunto para introducir una
mayor claridad en el enfoque de derechos
la ciencia, a través de la educacion. En
2022, aprovechando su experiencia y
recursos complementarios, desarrollaron

e impartieron conjuntamente un curso
abierto masivo en linea (MOOC) sobre

el enfoque de derechos humanos para la
libertad y la responsabilidad cientificas.
Como seguimiento a esta cooperacion,
esta Conferencia sobre Ciencia y Derechos
Humanos es una oportunidad para:

e Reforzar la conciencia sobre las
conexiones entre los derechos humanos, el
derecho ala ciencia, la libertad cientifica y
la responsabilidad cientifica.

e Ampliar el didlogo sobre las relaciones
entre derechos humanos, éticay derecho
en el campo de la ciencia.

e Destacar el vinculo entre la ciencia y

los derechos humanos con enfoques
interseccionales, incluida la igualdad de
género, para acelerar el progreso en la
Agenda 2030 para el Desarrollo Sostenible.

e Promover una versién en espanol del
MOOC sobre Ciencia y Derechos Humanos,
disefado para empoderar a quienes se
dedican a la ciencia, estudian ciencias,
disefnan politicas publicas para la cienciay
para el publico en general.

Scientific freedom and responsibility have
to be enabled and practised. They benefit
scientists, policymakers and society in
general. Anchoring science in human

rights is essential to address a range of
critical questions including the scope of
protection of scientists, access to scientific
knowledge, access to the benefits of
scientific progress, setting and financing
the science agenda. Yet these benefits will
not be achieved if the status of scientific
freedom and responsibility as a human
right, as well as their linkages with other
human rights are not well understood.
Building on a longstanding cooperation,
UNESCO and the Global Campus of Human
Rights have been working to introduce
greater clarity on the human rights-based
approach to science, through education.

In 2022, harnessing their complementary
expertise and resources, they jointly
developed and delivered a Massive Online
Open Course (MOOC) on the human rights-
based approach to scientific freedom and
responsibility, which has been successful

in building capacity among scientific
researchers, policymakers, and the public in
general. As a follow up to this cooperation,
this Conference on Science and Human
Rights is an opportunity:

e To increase awareness about the
connections between human rights, the
right to science, scientific freedom and
scientific responsibility.

e To amplify dialogue on the relationships
between human rights, ethics and law in the
field of science.

« To highlight the link between science
and human rights with intersectional
approaches, including gender equality in
accelerating progress on the 2030 Agenda
for Sustainable Development.

e To promote a Spanish language version of
the MOOC on Science and Human Rights,
designed to empower scientists, students
of science, policymakers and the public in
general through education on the human
rights-based approach to scientific freedom
and responsibility.
